Re: Environmental Waste Issues

It has been brought to my attention that at various locations in both the West Coast south and Anglia areas there is an issue with track bed effluent in the form of train borne waste in both terminals and through platforms. 

I am writing to notify you, in accordance with Track Access Condition E1.5, that Barking Bay Platform is suffering a problem of oil contamination of the track bed. Subsequently an “environmental condition” as defined under Track Access Condition Part E exists, which may result in environmental damage.  Cleaning of the track is required to enable our staff to work in a safe environment and ensure that the infrastructure remains maintained. 
I would advise you that Network Rail do not intend to fund any cleaning of the track that is necessary due to train borne waste causing an “environmental condition”. If Network Rail is required to undertake the cleaning of effluent caused by train borne waste from the track at Barking Bay Platform, or any other location used by Silverlink Trains Ltd, and affected by their rolling stock, the cost of cleaning the track, which is incurred by Network Rail, will be passed on to Silverlink Trains Ltd.  Network Rail will, of course, advise you of the cost of these cleans prior to them being undertaken. In addition to this, Network Rail will carry out an assessment at Barking Station in the near future and will notify you of the conclusions of this assessment in accordance with Track Access Condition E.2.1.3.  We will also ensure that further assessments of the condition of the track relating to track effluent at those stations used by Silverlink Trains Ltd will be undertaken in the near future.  The results of the assessments will be shared with you in due course.

It would be appreciated if you would confirm in writing to me that Silverlink Trains Ltd will incur the cost for all future cleaning relating to track effluent.
