RE: Environmental waste issues: Barking Station
Thank you for you letter of the 15th of September which Network Rail has now considered.

Network Rail is confident that the assessment of Barking bay platform is robust. Following your query Network Rail has reviewed the model findings and also the groundwater data for the area around Barking.  This confirms that the station platforms are inside what is known as a groundwater source protection zone 2.  This essentially is the outer ring around an inner ring (SPZ 1) around a sensitive ground water source. In this case, it is a groundwater extraction point.  Because this is groundwater, the point made in your letter that we have not proven the source/pathway/receptor relationship is in fact incorrect as the groundwater is providing the pathway.

On this basis I would be keen to arrange a meeting to discuss a way forward, could you please suggest some potential dates.
