Mossend to Inverness – Access Rights  

Thank you for your letter of 6th February 2009. 

Network Rail are aware of the new intermodal terminal recently established at Inverness by DRS & JG Russell and we give our full support to this development. 

The discussions with Network Rail Scotland Route regarding an overnight path from Coatbridge to Inverness are still ongoing and the Route will be concluding the work on these timings in the very near future. The intention is to be able to offer an overnight path that would be suitable for JG Russell traffic for whoever is appointed their freight operator.
If it is the case that the original Safeway traffic conveyed on the DB Schenker 4H44 Mossend to Inverness train is now identifiable as the JG Russell traffic to Inverness, the rights need to transfer to DRS (assuming you are successful in securing this business from JG Russell) even if a different overnight path is going to be used. The mechanism for transfer of these rights is Part J 7 of the Network Code. 
I am happy to meet and discuss this further with you and provide any further assistance.
