The Hearing Chair is grateful to the Claimants for the submission of their Sole Reference Documents.  He now gives the following Directions:
To DB Cargo/DRS
1. What has each operator done given the possession is in place, ie what steps have actually been taken to move the goods in an alternative manner / date?
2. Will any contract be lost?
3. Can DRS hire in crews to conduct for Portbury?
4. Can the traffic temporarily be transferred (if funded) to another operator so Portbury can be used?
5. What has each operator done in previous or future similar circumstances?

6. What curtailment in possession hours/or in geographical scope would be necessary to facilitate DB     needs? And
      7. What curtailment in possession hours/or in geographical scope would be necessary to facilitate DRS needs?

To Network Rail
It is assumed that Network Rail will intend to explain its application of the Decision Criteria in relation to these possessions.

The Panel would be helped by the simplest possible explanation of the original timetable for the electrification works, why it has been delayed, what still needs to be done and as far as possible to estimate, how many further short-notice possessions are envisaged.

It appears to be agreed that the scale of the possessions is such that no diversionary routes are available.  Is Network Rail able to create diversionary routes by restricting the possessions in terms of time or geographical scope?

DB Cargo and DRS are to provide the requested information as soon as possible, copied to the Secretary and the other Parties.

Network Rail is to deal with the questions directed to it within its Sole Reference Document.
