SUBJECT MATTER OF DISPUTE 

4.1
This dispute is in relation to proposals for disruptive possessions made by Network Rail in a number of documents for delivery of works on the West Coast Main Line. This dispute document brings all of these outstanding disputes together: The details of these disputes are shown in date order with the relevant TTP reference as follows:

Week 9:  

(a)  This dispute is in relation to a possession proposal made by Network Rail for a disruptive possession in Week 9 of 2008 of an ALB of Rugby from 0300 Sat 24th May to 0530 Tue 27th May 2008. This possession is disputed under reference TTP168. This is an extension of an agreed possession published in the West Coast PSN ‘final’ of 6th Oct 2006 paragraph 1.31 (appendix A).
(b)  This dispute is in relation to a possession proposal made by Network Rail for a disruptive possession in Week 9 of 2008 of an ALB of the ‘Trent Valley’ from 0030 Sat 24th May to 0530 Thu 29th May 2008. This possession is disputed under TTP210/EWS. This is an extension of a possession disputed under reference TTP168 (appendix C).
Weeks 18-22

This dispute is in relation to a possession proposal made by Network Rail for a disruptive blockade from Week 18 to Week 22 of 2008 for an ALB of the ‘Up Birmingham flyover’ and associated lines at Rugby from 0530 Mon 28th July to 0500 Wed 27th Aug 2008. This blockade is disputed under reference TTP161. This is similar to possession published in the West Coast PSN ‘final’ of 6th Oct 2006 paragraph 1.32/.2.42 and disputed under reference TTP110 (appendix E).
Week 22                            

(a) This dispute is in relation to a possession proposal made by Network Rail for a disruptive possession in Week 22 of 2008 for an ALB at Rugby from 0130 Sat 23rd Aug to 0500 Wed 27th Aug 2008. This possession disputed under TTP210/EWS. This is an extension to a possession disputed both under reference TTP168 and in the West Coast PSN ‘final’ of 6th Oct 2006 paragraph 1.33 and disputed under reference TTP110 (appendix F).
(b) This dispute is in relation to a possession proposal made by Network Rail for a disruptive blockade in Week 22 for an ALB between Stone Jn and Kidgsrove from 2330 Fri 22nd Aug to 0530 Mon 1st Sep 2008. This blockade is disputed under both references TTP174 and TTP161 (appendix G).
Weeks 22-24                            

This dispute is in relation to a possession proposal made by Network Rail for a disruptive blockade from Week 22 to Week 24 of 2008 for an ALB at Nuneaton from 0030 Sat 23rd Aug to 0530 Mon 8th Sep 2008. This blockade is disputed under reference TTP210/EWS. This is an extension of a possession disputed under reference TTP168 (appendix H).
Week 23
This dispute is in relation to a possession proposal made by Network Rail for a disruptive possession in Week 23 of 2008 of an ALB of the WCML between Bletchley Station North Jn and ‘Site of the former Castlethorpe Station’ from 0600 Sat 30th Aug to 0300 Mon 1st Sep 2008. This possession is disputed under reference TTP161 (appendix I).
Weeks 25 to 29
This dispute is in relation to possession proposals made by Network Rail for disruptive possessions in Weeks 25 to 29 of 2008 of ALB’s of the WCML between Crewe North Jn and Acton Grange/Ditton East Jn from 0020 Sat to 0215 Mon.    
These possessions are disputed under references TTP210/EWS (weeks 25 and 26) and TTP161 (weeks 27, 28 and 29). These are reductions of possessions disputed in the West Coast PSN ‘final’ of 6th Oct 2006 paragraph 3.9 (Week 25) and 3.10 (Weeks 27 to 30) disputed under reference TTP110 (appendix J).
Week 31

This dispute is in relation to a possession proposal made by Network Rail for a disruptive possession in Week 31 of 2008 for an ALB at Nuneaton from 0030 Sat 25th Oct to 0530 Tue 28th Oct 2008. This possession is disputed under reference TTP210/EWS (appendix L).
Weeks 40-41 (2009)
This dispute is in relation to a possession proposal made by Network Rail for a disruptive possession in Week 40-41 of 2009 of an ALB of the WCML between Denbigh Hall North Jn and Hanslope Jn from 0001 Thu 1st Jan to 0300 Mon 5th Jan 2009. This possession is disputed under reference TTP210/EWS (appendix M).
Weeks 3 and 6 (2009)
This dispute is in relation to a possession proposal made by Network Rail for disruptive possessions in Weeks 3 and 6 of 2009 of an ALB of the WCML between Northampton South Jn/Kilsby and Hillmorton Jn from 0730 Sat 11th Apr to 1200 Mon 13th Apr 2009 (Week 3) and from 0730 Sat 2nd May to 1200 Mon 4th May 2009 (Week 6). This possession is disputed under reference TTP210/EWS (appendix N).

SUMMARY OF DISPUTE

5.1
This one dispute brings together in one document a number of disputes that 

relates to proposals made by Network Rail to enable the completion of work on
the West Coast Main Lines’ December 2008 timetable. Following the well 

documented request for additional hours (TTP195) and the subsequent overrun of the 
planned engineering work at Rugby during Christmas/New Year 2007/08 Network 
Rail circulated to operators a number of scenarios for possessions that would be 
required for delivery of the project. Following a meeting at ‘Crewe Hall’ on Wednesday 12th March (appendix P) Network Rail produced a final set of proposals which were put to operators in a document entitled ‘NAUM_13 WCRM changes proposal’. These proposals were published later the same day; the 12th March 2008. Network Rail’s subsequent decision document was published on the 2nd April 2008, the disputed items shown in the appendices of this document. Prior to the publication of this document EWS had a number of outstanding disputes from previous West Coast Main Line proposals, indeed some of these were subsequently revised in the decision document of the 2nd April 2008.

The detailed nature of each dispute is shown in section 6 below.   
6 
DETAILED EXPLANATION OF DISPUTES
6.1 Week 9: ALB at Rugby 0300 Sat 24th May to 0530 Tue 27th May 2008. 
(Full possession details in appendix A)

This ‘Late Spring Bank Holiday’ possession was originally proposed in the PSN 

as being from 1600 Sat to 0300 Tue. This proposal was acceptable to EWS. Subsequently this proposal was revised, in the decision document of 19th October 2007 to 0300 Sat to 0530 Tue. EWS has consistently requested Network Rail that the ALB at Rugby should start at 0700 Sat, this is to allow the passage of 2 critical trains; 6X66 2000 FO Mossend to Wembley which passes Rugby at 0428 SO and 4O33 0339 SO Trafford Park to Dollands Moor which passes Rugby at 0628 SO. Both these trains are booked for electric haulage and have Level 1 rights. A 0300 Sat start affects a number of EWS services which are shown in appendix B with their relevant access rights. Previous similar blocks have provided access on one line through Rugby BT/ET which is acceptable to EWS. 

6.2 Week 9: Atherstone and Armitage Jn 0030 Sat 24th May to Thu 29th May 2008.

(Full possession details in appendix C)

This ‘Late Spring Bank Holiday’ possession was originally confirmed in Network Rail’s 
decision document of 19th October 2007 as being from 0030 Sat to 0530 Wed. This proposal was unacceptable to EWS as Tuesday 27th May is a ‘normal’ SX timetable day for EWS traffic and we must have confidence that all daytime services that are required to run are able to be accommodated via the Coventry Corridor diversionary route noting that previous blocks of this kind (in week 52) have provided 2 ½ freight paths per hour and a maximum train length of 84 slu for trains which can run via Nuneaton and the Trent Valley up to 118 slu. Subsequently Network Rail’s decision document of 2nd April revised the possession to finish 24 hours later at 0530 Thursday. The original objections to the possession hold true as 2 ‘normal’ SX timetable days are now affected as opposed to one. Trains affected are shown in appendix D with their relevant access rights.
6.3
Weeks 18-22: Up Birmingham flyover at Rugby blockade 0530 Mon 28th July to

 0500 Wed 27th Aug 2008.
(Full possession details in appendix E)
This blockade has consistently been disputed by EWS as Network Rail have agreed to provide WTT timings for the whole of its duration and at this time, those timings have not been forthcoming. 
6.4
Week 22: ALB at Rugby 0130 Sat 23rd August to 0500 Wed 27th Aug 2008.

(Full possession details in appendix F)

This ‘Late Summer Bank Holiday’ possession was originally confirmed in Network

Rail’s decision document of 19th October 2007 as being from 0300 Sat to 0530 Tue.

This proposal was unacceptable to EWS as we have consistently requested a 0700 Sat start as per 6.1 above (for trains affected with their relevant access rights see appendix B). Subsequently Network Rail’s decision document of 2nd April revised the possession to start 1 ½ hours earlier at 0130 Sat and finish 23 ½ hours later at 0500 Wednesday. Tuesday 26th Aug and Wed 27th Aug are ‘normal’ SX timetable days and an ALB of Rugby gives no diversionary route for W10 traffic and pushes other diversionary traffic onto already congested routes. We wish to deliver W10 traffic to our customers on these days and to not be able to do so is unacceptable. 
6.5
Week 22: Stoke blockade 2330 Fri 22nd Aug to 0530 Mon 1st Sep 2008.

(Full possession details in appendix G)
EWS serves the Imerys terminal at Cliffe Vale twice per week on Mondays and Thursdays. The timing of this train is critical to Imerys’ production at this site. This blockade allows access to Cliffe Vale from 0530 to 2330 on Friday 29th Aug 2008. EWS met with Network Rail on Monday 17th March 2008 to discuss this blockade and Network Rail confirmed that access could not be made available outside this window due to the nature of the planned work. Our customer has stated that they are able to service the site with one train only during this week but that train will need to run earlier in the week than Friday. Network Rail has asked if an additional train can be run on the Friday of the week before. However this is not possible as the wagons from the previous Thursday train will not be able to return to Cornwall to be loaded in time for an additional Friday service. Additional specialised wagons are not available. 

6.6
Weeks 22-24: Nuneaton blockade 0030 Sat 23rd Aug to 0530 Mon 8th Sep 2008.
(Full possession details in appendix H)
This blockade possession was originally confirmed in Network Rail’s decision document of 19th October 2007 as being for a 9 day blockade. Subsequently Network Rail’s decision document of 2nd April revised the possession to be a 16 day blockade.
A large number of ‘normal’ SX timetable days (9) for EWS traffic are affected and as on the Tuesday and Wednesday of week 9 and we must have confidence that all daytime services that are required to run are able to be accommodated via the Coventry Corridor diversionary route noting that previous blocks of this kind (in week 52) have provided 2 ½ freight paths per hour and a maximum train length of 84 slu for trains which can run via Nuneaton and the Trent Valley up to 118 slu. Trains affected are again shown in appendix D with their relevant access rights.
6.7 Week 23: ALB of the WCML Bletchley to ‘site of Castlethorpe’ station 0600 Sat

 30th Aug to 0300 Mon 1st Sep 2008.
(Full possession details in appendix I)
Network Rail originally proposed an ALB at Rugby in week 23 starting at 0300 Sat in Rules of the Route. As with other blocks EWS requested a 0700 Sat start to allow passage of critical trains 6X66 and 4O33 (appendix B). This possession was disputed under TTP161 and subsequently in Network Rail’s decision document of 2nd April the possession was revised to allow access through Rugby BT/ET until 1700 Sat and the possession was removed from dispute. Unfortunately this possession at Bletchley is an ALB from 0600 Sat which does not allow passage of those critical trains, EWS has requested a route through the possession until 0800 Sat.
6.8 Weeks 25 to 29: Crewe Nth to Preston Brook Tnl/Ditton East 0020 Sat to 

0215 Mon 
(Full possession details in appendices J and K)
These possessions were originally proposed in the PSN as being in weeks 25, 27, 28, 29 and 30 from 2230 Fri to 0215 Monday (appendix J). Subsequently these possessions have been altered as follows (appendix K):

(a) Week 25: This possession was disputed under reference TTP161, this possession was subsequently cancelled and replaced by a revised proposal confirmed in Network Rail’s decision document of 2nd April.
(b) Week 26: This possession is a new proposal confirmed in Network Rail’s decision document of 2nd April.

(c) Week 27: This possession is disputed under reference TTP161. By version 6.3 the limits of this possession had been revised to Winsford Sth Jn to Preston Brook Tunnel/Halton Jn with the proposed times of 0020 Sat until 0215 Mon remaining the same. In addition there are a number of other possessions under cover including P2008/872156, which is disputed under reference TTP161. In addition further possessions P2008/1003585 from version 6.1 of rules of the route published on 8th February 2008 and P2008/1055860 which was introduced as a new possession at the LNW DPPP meeting of 14th March 2008 are disputed. Both these possessions (P2008/1003585 and P2008/1055860) were declined by EWS at that DPPP meeting as they were ‘under cover’ of the disputed ‘main’ possession. All these possessions are detailed in appendix J.
(d) Week 28: This possession was disputed under reference TTP161. In version 6.1 the limits of this possession had been revised to Hartford Jn to Acton Grange /Halton Jn with times on NW1001 remaining the same but the times between Weaver Jn and Halton Jn extended to 0500 Mon. The possession in its final form is shown in appendix J as taken from version 6.3.
(e) Week 29: This possession was disputed under reference TTP161. In version 6.1 the limits of this possession had been revised to Crewe Nth Jn to Acton Grange/Runcorn with times extended to 0445 Mon between Crewe Nth and Weaver Jn and until 0500 Mon between Weaver Jn and Runcorn. The possession in its final form is shown in appendix J as taken from version 6.3.

In the past EWS has requested possessions of this kind to have times of 0700 Sat to 0215 Mon with elements of SLW at the outset on the Saturday , this is to allow critical EWS gauge, EXLO and other traffic to pass before the main body of the block. The diversionary route via Manchester is not ‘fit for purpose’ for electric services, gauge or EXLO traffic. A list of affected trains is shown in appendix L. This arrangement is acceptable to EWS in these weeks.
6.9
Week 31: ALB at Nuneaton 0030 Sat 25th Oct to 0530 Tue 28th Oct 2008.  
(Full possession details in appendix M)
This possession was a new proposal confirmed in Network Rail’s decision document of 2nd April and is unacceptable to EWS in that Week 31 is not a Bank Holiday and Mon 27th Oct is a ‘normal’ SX timetable days for EWS traffic. As with the possession in week 9 and the blockade in weeks 22-24 EWS must have confidence that all daytime services that are required to run are able to be accommodated via the Coventry Corridor diversionary route noting that previous blocks of this kind (in week 52) have provided 2 ½ freight paths per hour and a maximum train length of 84 slu for trains which can run via Nuneaton and the Trent Valley up to 118 slu. Trains affected are again shown in appendix D with their relevant access rights.
6.10
Weeks 40-41: ALB of the WCML Denbigh Hall Jn to Hanslope Jn 0001 Thu 1st 

Jan to 0300 Mon 5th Jan 2009.
(Full possession details in appendix N)
This possession is a new proposal confirmed in Network Rail’s decision document of 2nd April. An ALB of the WCML is not acceptable to EWS at these times. Network Rail has proposed an ALB of Milton Keynes at Christmas 2008 from 2300 Wed 24/12 to 0300 Mon 29/12. EWS will seek to resume services to customers ASAP after this blockade and then for this to be followed by another blockade just 2 days later is not acceptable. Friday 2nd Jan 2009 is a ‘normal’ SX timetable day and an ALB of the WCML gives no diversionary route for W10 traffic and pushes other diversionary traffic onto already congested routes. We wish to deliver W10 traffic to our customers on this day and to not be able to do so is unacceptable.  It should also be noted that despite constant reassurances and promises EWS still has no visibility of a freight timetable post-December 2008 and as such cannot agree any possessions until that timetable is forthcoming. 
6.11
Weeks 3 and 6: ALB of the WCML Northampton Sth/Kilsby to Hillmorton Jn

 0730 Sat to 1200 Mon (both weekends). 
(Full possession details in appendix O)
These possessions are new proposals confirmed in Network Rail’s decision document of 2nd April. Although EWS has accepted ALB with these times in the past it should be noted that despite constant reassurances and promises EWS still has no visibility of a freight timetable post-December 2008 and as such cannot agree any possessions until that timetable is forthcoming.

DECISION SOUGHT FROM THE PANEL

(a) EWS seeks the panel to determine that, by proposing a series of extremely intrusive possessions to block this major passenger and freight artery, Network Rail is imposing restrictions to the network that reduce EWS’s ability to serve its’ customers to an unacceptable level. The proposed capacity, length and diversionary restrictions effectively results in services, with Firm Contractual Rights, being unable to run or severely amended such that EWS will not be able to effectively serve its’ customers needs or requirements.
(b) EWS seeks that Network Rail be directed to repackage the works to be less intrusive than currently proposed.
