I've already spoken to some of you about this and it was discussed briefly at the last Scotland Freight Joint Board earlier
this month.

I’m conscious that the West Coast Main Line North programme is now looking at engineering access for the next handful
of years, and the blocks we have in 2026 are still going through the final negotiations. Talking to the Programme team we
would like to get ‘onto the front foot” with the access requirements going forward. In an ideal world(!) it would be good if
we had a set of requirements from each operator, end customer and terminal as to what works and what doesn’t work for
when we have to divert services via alternative routes away from the WCML North. This would then allow us to work to a
set of principles and, ideally, have a ‘base timetable’ drawn up which we could use for each block.

Declaration of Congested Infrastructure: Between Huntingdon North Jn to New England North Jn
(Peterborough) Inclusive (East Coast Mainline)

In accordance with the Railways (Access, Management and Licensing of Railway Undertakings)
Regulations 2016, Network Rail is declaring the infrastructure between Huntingdon North and New
England North Jn (Peterborough) on the East Coast Mainline as Congested Infrastructure with effect
from 14 December 2025.

Analysis undertaken to date indicates that Congestion is most likely to occur between the weekday
hours of 06:00 and 21:00.

This declaration is being made under Regulation 26(2) because, during the preparation of the
Working Timetable for the December 2025 timetable, Network Rail considers that this element of
the railway infrastructure is likely to become congested during that timetable period.

This declaration does not mean that all new requests for access on the designated infrastructure will
be automatically rejected because the route is not equally busy at all times of the day or week.

We are now preparing a capacity analysis report in accordance with the Regulations, to be published
by 15 June 2026. At present we do not intend to apply priority criteria, or a scarcity change to this
infrastructure as permitted under the Regulations; we believe that the current Network Code
processes will suffice.
